To monitor your health,
the doctor will take a small
amount of blood from you
and measure how much
HIV is in it. This is called
your ‘viral load'.

If your viral load is low, this
means that the virus is
doing less damage to your
immune system.

Your doctor can also measure
how healthy your immune
system is by counting the
CD4 cells in your blood.
This is called your
‘CD4 count'.

CD4 cells help your body to fight
illness. If your CD4 count is high,
this means your immune system
has the strength to fight off illness.

Monitoring your health
helps you and your doctor to
work out which medicines
will work best for you, and
when you should take them.

There are different types of
Western medicine which
help you to stay healthy by
stopping HIV from
damaging your immune
system.

Some people prefer to see
both Western doctors and
practitioners of traditional
medicine such as herbalists
or acupuncturists.

If you are seeing more than
one healer, you should let
them know about the other
treatments you are having.
This will help each of them
to choose the best
treatment for you.

It is possible to have
children when you have HIV.

There are ways to reduce
the chance of your baby
being born with HIV.
